“An event like this for young golfers is a long #ncoming,” said Kyle Mack, golf coach
at Young Harris College in north Georgia and healflgrofessional at a golf club near
the college. “This broadens their opportunity towbase their golfing skills and
hopefully will help them get a golf scholarship,atrleast learn how to go about it.”

Russell Stephens, father of 17-year-old golfer dor8tephens of Trinidad, said the
combine is a splendid opportunity for junior gofeéo compare their skills with other
players their age. “Jordan has played in tournasdnitt this combine gives golfers the
chance to see how each element of their game stgmndgth other players,” he said.

How it works

The combine basically breaks down each part oftmee — from putting and chipping to
driving and bunker play — with scorers keeping tab&ach golfer’'s performance.
Golfers also head out on the course to show schmrsthey can manage course play.
Scores are then made available to the players,fdrailies and college coaches.

On Tuesday, the golfers continue their scoringgrernce events, with an 18-hole
tournament rounding out the combine.

Joey Pizetoski, a 17-year-old golfer from Davids§rC., and 18-year-old golfer Taylor
Klein of Great Falls, Va., chatted after they wmmbugh a putting performance event.

“This is so much more different than the juniornmmaments we play,” Joey said. “l was
surprised the way it is set up. It's a lot morepfidlto our games than just competing
head-to-head with other players.”

Taylor said the combine gives young golfers anaeghot of confidence in their game.

“We get to see how well various parts of our gameeveorking and what needs
improvement, and you get to meet and work with okids on a more personal level
than at tournaments,” he said. “And, we’re gives ¢thance to talk to coaches about
going to college and what that will require. | aitiely want to get a college golf
scholarship.”
